Alumni Chapter of Asian Studies Development Program

By-Laws

ARTICLE I - NAME

The name of this organization is the Alumni Chapter of Asian Studies Development Program.

ARTICLE II - OBJECTIVES

This chapter is formed to bring together in an organized manner the efforts of the Asian Studies Development Program (hereafter referred to as ASDP) to support the goals of the East-West Center in promoting better understanding and good relations among the peoples of the Asian/Pacific/U.S. region. The Chapter cooperates with the East-West Center Association Executive Board and the Alumni/Associate Office in promoting the interest and welfare of the East-West Center and the Association network and in encouraging and coordinating activities of these alumni through educational conferences, workshops, and professional publications. 

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. This Chapter shall be open to all persons who are alumni of any one of the educational programs under the ASDP of the East-West Center.

Section 2. Individuals who support the mission of the ASDP chapter but have not participated in any of the ASDP activities may be designated as Associate Members of the Chapter. The Chapter may submit names of Associate Members to the Alumni Office for full recognition as Associate members of the EWCA. Associate members do not have the right to vote or hold elective office in the Chapter.

The Board of Directors may bestow honorary chapter membership on distinguished individuals who support the goals of the ASDP Chapter of the East-West Center.

Honorary members enjoy all the rights and privileges of a full member of the Chapter.

ARTICLE IV - MEETINGS

Section 1. Membership meetings shall be held at least annually and at more frequent intervals as the Board of Directors may deem proper. The annual meeting shall be held during the annual conference of the ASDP.  This meeting shall be designated as the Annual Meeting for the election of officers and board members.

Section 2.  The Chapter shall be represented at the Chapter Leaders meetings at EWCA International Conferences and other special meetings of the Council. The Chapter Leaders Representative shall be elected at the Chapter’s Annual Meeting.

ARTICLE V - BOARD AND OFFICERS

Section 1. The leaders of the Chapter shall consist of the Board of Directors each of whom will be selected by a majority vote by the general membership. The method of voting will be conducted electronically. The Board of Directors shall consist of seven (7) members. The Board shall determine all policies and progress of the Chapter and shall meet upon the call of the President or by request of the Executive Board of the EWCA or the Alumni Officer.

Section 2. Each member of the Board of Directors must be a member of the East-West Center Association.

Section 3. The Board of Directors shall have full power to fill all vacancies between regular elections.

Section 4. The general supervision and management of the Chapter, as well as the direction of the Chapter’s activities between membership meetings of the Chapter, shall be vested in the Board of Directors.

Section 5. The Board of Directors shall hold at least one (1) regular meeting per year. Such meetings are to be held at such time and place as shall be determined by the President, with the approval of the majority of the Board of Directors. A majority of the Board of Directors may request a special meeting of the Board by written request to the President. A majority of the Board constitutes a quorum, and an act of the majority of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall constitute the action of the Board of Directors.

Section 6. The Board of Directors shall consist of the President (2 year term), Vice President (2 year term), Secretary (5 year term), Treasurer (5 year term), two (2) At-Large Members (2 year term), and the Executive Director of the ASDP Association of Regional Centers. The President will preside over the meetings of the Board of Directors. In his or her absence, the Vice President shall preside. Board members may be re-elected.

Section 7. The President is the chief administrative officer of the Chapter and presides over the Board of Directors. The President, with the advice of the Board of Directors, shall establish whatever committees are deemed necessary for the proper functioning of the Chapter.

Section 8. Officers of the Board of Directors may be removed if a quorum, majority of those present and voting, of the Board of Directors agrees that the officer is no longer able to fulfill his/her duties. The Chapter’s president shall appoint a replacement officer for that officer's remaining term. In the event the president can no longer fulfill his/her duties, the vice president will become president and appoint a replacement for the vice president from one of the two at-large members. The president will then appoint a new at-large member by soliciting nominations from remaining board members including the newly appointed vice president. The alumni will be electronically notified of these changes.
ARTICLE VI - DUES

No dues are required to gain membership in this Chapter. At a future date the Board of Directors may determine if there are to be annual dues and the dues amount.

ARTICLE VII - AMENDMENTS

The By-Laws may be amended by a majority of those Chapter members present at the Annual Meeting. The Board of Directors must notify the membership by electronic mail at least thirty (30) days before the Annual Meeting of any proposed changes in the By-Laws. 

ARTICLE VIII - DISSOLUTION

Upon the dissolution of this organization, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for a public purpose.
