Course Objectives/Outcomes:  1) to communicate an understanding of the cultural and historical contexts 
                                                                 in which political systems have developed in China, Hong Kong, Taiwan, North & South Korea, Japan, and S.E. Asia over time, 2) with emphasis upon economic policies in Modern China 
and elsewhere in East Asia in recent decades, noting impacts of these policies, and 3) to develop critical thinking skills with regards to controversial issues that include making personal value judgments, while showing empathy 
for a wide range of people, cultures, and points of view. 

Grading:   There will be one Mid-Term Exam (120 points/each), two 3-5 page papers (50 points/each) one 4-6 
                     page paper (70 points), credit for class attendance (50 points), and a Final Exam (160 points).  Exams 
may have some combination of short answer and essay format, agreed upon by class vote.  Make-up exams usually occur at the same time (or in the same week) as the Final Exam (with no penalty) and will be all-essay in format.

  NOTE:   As a rule, those who compile 90% of the 500 possible points will receive an "A", 80% a "B",

               70% a "C", 60% a "D", and less an "F".  There are no "extra credit" opportunities.  At instructor
               discretion, those whose final point totals are within 2% of the next higher grade may receive that 
               grade if a consistent pattern of in-class participation has been apparent.
